b. Unlock the zoom or focus screws by rotating them
counter-clockwise.

c. Adjust the zoom and focus screws at the base of the camera
module to achieve a clear image.

d. Tighten the screws and close the front case by rotating
it clockwise.

6. Once the installation is complete, remove the protective film from
the camera’s dome cover.

7. Assemble the dome cover over the camera body and detach the
protecting film from the dome bubble.

Resetting the camera: To reset the camera, use the tip of a
paper clip or a pencil and press the reset button. Pressing the
button for five (5) seconds will initiate a camera-wide reset of
all the settings, including network settings.
