Kemoving Door Support
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Remove the plastic bushing from the bottom pan of keyed
side. This is inserted to help support the door during
shipping, but is not needed once the cabinet is installed.
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Installing Cable Pass Through Covers

Insert cover into the opening and secure with a screw on either side

Adjusting the Rail Depth
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Unscrew the rail from the rail support. Move the rail forwards or
backwards to desired location. Insert screw and secure.
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Removing Knock Outs

Insert a flat head screw driver into the small opening at the edge of

the knock out.

Pry upwards and twist until insert breaks free.

a.  Place the fan on the underside of the top panel, and the fan guard
on the top.

Line up holes.

Insert screws through the fan guard, top panel, and fan, and secure
nuts.
