The IQ Power Switch-PG is a wireless smart device that lets you control your indoor lighting
remotely through your control panel.

Installing the device

A WARNING: Before installing the device, make sure that the electricity supply to the area is
turned off. Failure to do so may result in electric shock or serious injury.

1. Turn off the power at the circuit breaker.
2. Remove the existing switch and connect the new switch according to Figure 2 and Figure 3.

3.  Mount the switch with the screws and attach the faceplate, see Figure 4.

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4. Turn power on at the circuit breaker.

Enrolling the device with Auto Learn Enroll

Before you begin: Ensure power is connected to the device.

1.

On the IQ panel menu, select Settings > Advanced Settings > Enter Installer Code >
Installation > Devices > Automation > Auto Learn Devices.

Press and hold the On and Off buttons for 2 seconds or until the LED turns orange.

Release both buttons and the LED turns off. The device enters enroliment mode, and the panel
is notified of the device initiating enroliment.

When the device is recognized, tap OK when the pop-up window appears. Enter the device
details in the next configuration pop-up window.

Optional: Enter the PIN code on the product label for increased security during enrollment. The
device does not pair with the panel if you enter an incorrect PIN code.

Tap Pair.

If the device does not automatically enroll, perform a factory reset as indicated in the Resetting
the device section of the user manual.

Result: The device enrolls successfully.

Enrolling the device with Add PowerG

Before you begin: Ensure power is not connected to the device.

You can enroll the device in the IQ panel using the Add PowerG feature or scan the QR code on
the box. To enroll the device in the IQ panel using the Add PowerG feature, complete the following
steps:

1.

On the IQ panel menu, select Settings > Advanced Settings > Enter Installer Code >
Installation > Devices > Automation > Add PowerG.

Enter the sensor id in the Sensor ID field or scan the QR code on the box label to enroll the
device.
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3. Optional: Enter the PIN code on the product label for increased security during enrollment. The
device does not pair with the panel if you enter an incorrect PIN code.

4. Tap Pair.
5. Plugin and power on the device.
Result: The device enrolls successfully.

Considerations when you enroll a device

The following considerations apply when you enroll a device with PowerG or when you enroll a
device with Auto Learn enroll.

« If the buttons remain pressed after the light is turned off, the device returns to low-power
mode.

« If the connection is successful, the PowerG signal strength displays on the device and the
enrolled status on the control panel.

« If the connection fails, a Not enrolled status indicates on the control panel.

Checking the PowerG signal strength of the device

1. Ensure that the IQ Outdoor Plug-PG is powered on.

2. OnthelQ panel, tap Settings > Advanced Settings > Enter Installer Code > Installation >
System Tests > PowerG Test > Run.

PowerG signal strength indication

Table 1: PowerG signal strength

Signal strength LED color and pattern

Strong LED turns green and flashes 3 times
Good LED turns orange and flashes 3 times
Poor LED turns red and flashes 3 times
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LED indication and configuration

+ LED flashes orange 3 times when delay off is activated.

Table 2: Device configuration state

# Configuration

Definition

1 Activation LED enabled

LED turns green when the load is on. LED does not
turn green when the load is off.

2 Activation LED disabled

LED is always off.

Note: The IQ Dimmer-PG and IQ Power Switch-
PG operations that require feedback overrides
the Activation LED disabled mode. These opera-
tions are the PowerG signal strength test and the
Delay Off Timer.

Note: If the connection fails and the LED indicator turns off, reset the device to factory

Manual operation

Table 3: Device operations

Action Status Function
Short press the Off button On Turns the light Off.
Off Keeps the light Off.
Short press the On button On Keeps the light On.
Off Turns the light On.
Double click the Off button On Switches the light Off after a 5 minute
delay as hardware default.
Short press the Off button Delayed Off Immediately turn Off the load and
cancel the delay timer.
Short press the On button Delayed On Immediately turn Off the load and
cancel the delay timer.

Additional behavior of the device

Behavior

Corresponding behavior

Control the light on or off using the built-in
button

The IQ Panel updates the status within 10
seconds.

When enrolled

The IQ Panel registers the device as a PowerG
device.

When power is removed from the device

The IQ panel updates the device status to
unreachable within 14 minutes.

When power is restored to the device

The IQ panel automatically updates the device
status to normal within 5 minutes.

When communication is lost and then restored

The IQ panel automatically updates the device
status to normal within 5 minutes.

Resetting the device

1. Press and hold both on and off buttons for at least 2 seconds. The LED turns orange to
indicate a long press.

2. Release briefly and press and hold both buttons again for 5 seconds until the LED turns red
and flashes 3 times to indicate a back to factory default reset.

Note: After a device is reset back to factory default, you must delete it from the panel
and re-enroll the device.

Troubleshooting

Light flickering

* The light needs a better connection.

«  Wires need to be secured firmly under the terminal screws of IQ Power Switch-PG.

Light does not turn on and LED indicator does not turn on

* Checkif the circuit breaker or fuse has tripped.

+ Check if the light is burned out or if the light's neutral connection is not wired correctly.
Unable to control the lights remotely

«  Check if the IQ Power Switch-PG is connected to the IQ panel and ensure the wiring is correct.
