the three (3) screws on the base of the dome. Remove the protection film between the dome
and the camera module.

2. Remove the existing moisture packet and insert the new packet in its place. The camera will

generate enough heat to dry moisture during operation. In case of a moisture issue, keep
the moisture absorber in the camera for up to six (6) months.

WARNING: The moisture absorber prevents moisture buildup inside the camera, which

may cause image performance issues and damage the camera.
